As a
budding 18 year-old, Carol witnessed her father shoot her mother to
death in their family home after a long history of domestic violence.

“Domestic violence is a very serious issue in our community and is a
quiet Kkiller; it keeps its power by the victim keeping quiet about what is
going on in the home. The perpetrator of domestic violence must
maintain coercive control of the victim in order to remain in a position
of power in the relationship,” SGT Adams noted.

Domestic Violence Awareness brochures were created by Mrs. Fabiola
Benacourt’s class, Exam Room Procedures, and made available to
faculty, staff and students. In a gesture of appreciation, SGT Adams was
presented with a Centura umbrella and long-sleeved polo shirt. Some of
the students in attendance won door prizes such as shirts, free pizza
coupons, and movie tickets.
